The length of the paper should be at least four (4) and at most eight (8) full pages long, including figures, tables, and references.
In-text citations of sources should follow the APA style (author surname, year published), which also applies to the reference list. PAGE LAYOUT
Your paper must use a page size corresponding to A4 in total, with two-column text with 0.5 cm space between columns. The margins must be set as follows: top – 2.5 cm, bottom – 2 cm, left – 2.6 cm, and right – 2.1 cm.
Font and styles

Please only use the Times New Roman font. The font size and appearance and the spacing of the different paper sections styles are shown in Table 1. All the styles employ single-spaced paragraphs.
The title, table, and figure captions are centred. The authors’ names, affiliations, and emails are right-aligned. The headings and subheadings are left-aligned. 

Figures, tables and equations

Tables and figures are centred in the columns or over the whole page width, if needed. 
Table captions are placed above the table, which should contain only horizontal borders, as shown in Table 1. 

Figures and figure captions (placed below the figure) are placed in a two-row table without exterior borders, as shown in Figure 1. Equations should be prepared using Equation Editor within MS Word 97-2003 or MathType, centred and numbered flush right, as exemplified in Eqn. (1):
